In Humanities we will be looking at Explorers. We will compare old maps with modern ones. Find out who was the first European to visit America and learn about other famous expeditions. We will have a go at our own maps. 


RE - We will explore what Christians believe about the kind of world Jesus would want.





In Drama this term students are preparing a pantomime production. This is a whole phase collaborative piece involving all middle school students and staff. 


In Art, we will be experimenting with Mono, block and relief printing to create topic related patterns. 


In music we will be learning musical key terms and play ‘Living on a prayer’ together.





In PD students will have the opportunity to take part in Cycling. They will develop their confidence on the bike, balance and co-ordination. 


In PSHE we are learning about feelings, self- esteem and personal qualities and what makes us part of a community. We are using the ‘10 a day’ choices for good mental health


In Computing we’ll explore adding music and sound effects to films, creating animated titles and transitions, adding simple subtitles, and confidently using green screen with animated backgrounds.





Students will read every day and develop key vocabulary and listening skills as well as daily phonics.


In English students will be writing their own version of a quest story where they will develop characters and a plot.


In SLC students will focus developing and refining their questioning skills using a range of formal language.  They will then apply their SLC knowledge focusing on learning debate skills using topics the students are familiar with.








In Food Studies, the students will be learning to cook a simple meal suitable for a family and building on their cutting, mixing and cooking skills. The recipes include spaghetti bolognaise, macaroni cheese and crispy leek and potato pie. 





In maths students will look at place value and their understanding of the worth of each digit, number calculation and time. Each class will also have a weekly time or money lesson. 


In Science this term students will learn about fossils and the rock cycle. There will be opportunities to test rocks for durability and permeability through experiments. A short trip is planned to Barnstaple Museum to see the rock and fossil collection. 


In DT students will be working with wood to design and make their own ‘block bot’.
