Dear Parents/Carers
School to re-open for face to face learning on Monday 28th March 2022

[bookmark: _GoBack]I want to thank you for your understanding in the necessity to move to remote education for the last three days due to the number of staff cases across all teams in the school. Whilst cases continue to be high, staff teams will be returning to a more manageable level and whilst your child may not work with all of their usual key staff next week, school will re-open for face to face learning.

We will continue to monitor the number of cases on a daily basis. If ‘clusters’ of cases appear, we may need to consider targeted remote learning for those within that cluster, but as before, all decisions will be guided by our conversations with the local authority and the UK Health and Security Agency. There is no indication this is the case in any area of the school at the moment.

Devon’s Transport Department are being made aware of the school’s re-opening, you will not need to make direct contact with your driver or escort.
If your child develops symptoms of COVID-19 or tests positive for COVID-19 they should get a PCR test (https://www.gov.uk/get-coronavirus-test or call 119) and remain at home at least until the result is known and they are fever free (without medication) for at least 24 hours. 
· If negative, the child can return to school once well enough to do so
·  If positive, the child should isolate as a positive case (see below)

People who test positive for COVID-19 should self-isolate at home until they are well enough to return, no longer have a temperature and either:
1. 10 full days have passed, or
1. They have produced two negative LFD tests on consecutive days, with the first taken no earlier than day 5. If your child does not have symptoms, count the day they took the test as day 0. 

You can seek advice on COVID-19 symptoms from the nhs.uk website. 

We look forward to seeing your child back at school next Monday 28th March 2022.
