Option 1: 

2 nights, 3 day residential to St 

Georges House, in Georgeham (+2 

days in school) 
 

The visit would include the use of the facilities and specialised Instructors at St 

Georges House for activities such as canoeing, archery and beach visits*. It 

will be an exciting opportunity to try new activities, spend time outside and 

promote wellbeing as well as developing social skills. Transport to and from 

will happen within the school day

We are unable to give definite costings at this stage.  The overall cost to you 

will be reduced due to a contribution from the school, for each student. We 

are aiming to charge no more than £170 per pupil for the 2 night; 3 day

Option 2:

Georgeham (+3 days in school) 
The visit would include the use of the facilities and specialised Instructors at St 

Georges House for activities such as canoeing, archery and beach visits 

within the school day timings. It will be an exciting opportunity to try new 

activities, spend time outside and promote wellbeing as well as developing 

social skills.  (* please note definite activities to be confirmed)
